Analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature, medical
and pedagogical documentation research, anamnestic data collecting, standardized observation,
quantitative and qualitative data analysis. Result. As part of experimental study of the junior schoolchildren
with bisensory impairments there are determined the aspects of communication sphere, undermining the
socialization process.
